Keynote Speakers 
United States Representative Carolyn McCarthy is currently serving her 6th term representing Long Island's 4th Congressional District. First elected in 1996, Carolyn has served Long Island for over 10 years.  Carolyn holds many honors. She is the first and only woman to represent Long Island in the US House of Representatives and was included in Newsday's 100 Long Island Influentials, Long Island Business News' Long Island Top 50, Congressional Quarterly's 50 Most Effective Legislators, Redbook Magazine's Mothers and Shakers, Ladies' Home Journal 100 Most Important Women, and Advertising Age's list of "Most Impact by Women in 1999.” Carolyn serves as the Chairwoman of the Subcommittee on Healthy Families and Communities, where she has focused on oversight and best practices to ensure that America’s families and communities have the tools they need to live healthy, safe, and productive lifestyles.    
Carolyn also serves as a senior member of the Committee on Education and Labor, as well as the Committee on Financial Services. In these roles, Carolyn works to provide our schools with the resources they need to educate our children and make college more affordable as well as overseeing the way our financial system operates while protecting the identity of Long Islanders.  A life-long resident of Mineola, Carolyn worked as a nurse for over 30 years prior to entering Congress.  Carolyn married Dennis McCarthy in 1967 and they raised one son, Kevin. Carolyn has two grandchildren, Denis and Grace, by Kevin and his wife Leslie.

 
Regent Roger Tilles was elected to a five-year term as the Regent for the Tenth Judicial District, commencing on April 1, 2005 and expiring on March 31, 2010. Regent Tilles graduated in 1968 from Amherst College with a Bachelor of Arts degree and from the University of Michigan College of Law in 1971.  
He became Director of Law and Legislation for the Michigan Department of Education, was elected to the Michigan State Board of Education, and in 1975, he became the Executive Secretary to the Speaker of the Michigan House of Representatives.  During this time in Michigan he taught education and the law at University of Michigan, Michigan State, Eastern Michigan and Central Michigan Universities’ Schools of Education.  He was also the counsel to the Michigan Teacher Tenure Commission as well as a Special Education Hearing Officer.  
After being a candidate for U.S. Congress, he opened his own law practice in Washington, D.C. in 1978, until his return to Long Island in 1983 where he is a Director of Tilles Investment Companies.  He is a member of the New York, D.C. and Michigan Bar Association. He was Chair and a founding member of the Association for a Better Long Island, is an appointee and current acting Chair of the Long Island Regional Planning Board, served as Chair of the Long Island University Board of Trustees, served on the Boards of WNET/Channel 13 and WLIW/Channel 21 and has been Executive Vice Chairman of the Tilles Center For The Performing Arts, in addition to serving on the Board and Executive Board of the Long Island Association.  
He has also worked to form the Long Island Arts Alliance, attempting to bring together the cultural institutions of Long Island. He is also involved with significant interfaith activities: two of the most prominent being Project Understanding, which he formed with Monsignor Tom Hartman in 1987, bringing Catholic and Jewish teenagers together annually on a mission to Israel; and as the producer of the first Vatican commemoration of the Holocaust under the auspices of Pope John Paul II in Rome in 1994. He is a member and past President of Temple Beth-El of Great Neck, is on the Board of The Jewish Outreach Institute and has been a member of the National Young Leadership Cabinet of the UJA. Roger Tilles was born and educated in Great Neck in their public schools.  He and his wife, Jerry, and their daughters, Eliana and Hanaleah , still reside in Great Neck where the children attend the Great Neck public schools.

Kathleen Clarity is currently the Supervisor of Education Programs/Standards Review Initiative in the NYS Education Department Office of Curriculum and Instructional Support, in the Office of Elementary, Middle, Secondary and Continuing Education.  She has 35 years of experience as an educator in New York State, serving in a variety of administrative and instructional roles.  Her educational background includes Masters degrees in Educational Administration and English Language Arts, certifications in School District Administrations, Elementary Education N-6 and Secondary English 7-12.  She is a graduate of the New York State Education Department’s Leadership Academy Class 1 and of the New York State Education Department’s Supervisory Skills Certificate Program.  She holds certificates in Total Quality Management Training and Management Development Programs and has experience in continuing education including current studies for National Certification in Project Management for Leaders of Adult Education Programs and she secured a multiyear National Grant for New York State’s participation in this pilot program.  

Ms. Clarity currently serves as the Supervisor for the Standards Review Initiative and has fifteen years of service as an educational administrator in the New York State Education Department. She was the Program Administrator for several New York State Education Department grant funded programs focused on preparing leaders to meet the needs of students at-risk, including Title 1, Adult Education and Workforce Development, The Teacher Opportunity Corps, the Collegiate Science and Technology Entry Program, and the Teacher Leader Quality Program. She served as the coordinator for Teacher Recognition awards including the New York State Teacher of the Year Award and the Better Beginnings Award

Prior to joining the Education Department, administrative roles included serving as the Learning Center Director at the College of St. Rose in Albany, New York.  She also served as the Training Unit Supervisor and Lead Trainer for several NYS training programs including Management Development, Total Quality Management, Supervision, Business Communication, Facilitation, and Study and Testing Skills.  

Ms. Clarity’s teaching experience includes service in elementary education as she  taught students in grades K-6, successfully taught and contributed to educational planning in a high needs setting and implemented one of the capital district’s first full day Kindergarten programs.  She has twenty-five years’ experience in Adult Education, including a continuing role as an adjunct instructor for the Adult and Continuing Education Department and the English Department at the College of St. Rose in Albany, NY.

Mathew M. Mandery, Ed.D. helped create the Senior Year Network over 12 years ago when he was principal of Jericho High School and serving as President of the Nassau County High School Principals Association. As Director of the Senior Year Network, he helps develop network workshops and conferences, including the annual Sharing Student Work Conference held at Hofstra University. He led the development of the Senior Initiative Program at Jericho High School and envisions senior projects as being a vital force in transforming the senior year. Dr Mandery’s service as a high school principal spans over 20 years. He currently is the CEO of the Brooklyn Tech Alumni Foundation.

At their October meeting, the Board of Regents is scheduled to discuss and take action on the submission by the State Education Department of a differentiated accountability model to the United States Department of Education. The differentiated accountability model permits approved states to modify, within certain constraints, the system of sanctions and interventions that occur when a school is identified as in need of improvement. If approved by the Regents and the United States Department of Education, the differentiated accountability proposal will change the way in which supports and interventions are provided to schools identified as in need of improvement and requiring academic progress, including the requirements for public school choice and supplementary educational services.  Districts with Schools in Need of Improvement or Schools Requiring Academic Progress are encouraged particularly to attend this workshop.
